Our mystery critter is a crow. 
Crows are a common sound and sight in the United States and 
many parts of the world. Besides being among the smartest birds, 
crows are social and playful. They mate for life and often gather in 
large groups called a murder.  Crows communicate using at 
least two dozen di� erent calls. Once seen mainly in the country, 
large numbers of American crows have begun roosting in urban 
areas. Some travel to the country during the day to forage for 
food then return to their city roosts at night.  Crows will eat 
almost anything�including trash, seedlings, fruit and crops such 
as corn. Trash cans with secure lids help keep animals out of 
trash. Hanging shiny objects like pie tins or putting a scarecrow 
in your garden can be e� ective in keeping crows away.
